The goal for us – La Marzocco, Mahlkönig 

and Probat – right from the start was to put 

the focus on the local people and influence 

their personal living conditions in a positive 

way. Our support of the nearby Muvwa 

Primary School started in 2012 and is one 

example of this. At the end of 2015, we added 

another building with two classrooms to the 

school. This ensures a place for learning for 

approximately 330 children.

This year, the funds raised will be invested into 

the construction of four fresh water wells with 

cement platforms and pumps.
